Hello every one and welcome to the committee meeting. We have once again been very busy in the hospital this year, we have seemed to have taken more hedgehogs in this year than normal. We have taken in many juveniles this summer of which we have managed to be rehabilitated at least half of the juveniles that come into the hospital. I am pleased to say that amongst all the releasing were 13 tawny owls which have been put on soft released and are flying free in the wild. This summer has also seen 12 fox cubs come into the hospital of which were all hand fed every 1hr, 2hrs etc until they went outside to Mumsy our resident fox who does the fantastic job or rearing them ready to go back out into the wild.

We have taken in two trainee vets this year, one from Slovenia and one from Surrey, of which on each occasion they have studied the hedgehogs and have looked into the reason why they are coming into the hospital, as well as looking to see why some of them die overnight, there have been many discoveries. Our trainee vet, Gemma, which we currently have in at the moment, is looking not just at the hedgehogs but the other animals that come into the hospital and is seeing how we can increase our releasing figures with the animals that come into us. 
This summer has also seen us getting great coverage on BBC Animal 24/7 following the stories of the animals coming in from either the RSPCA or the more peculiar ones from the members of the public. We have also had good coverage from the Lincolnshire Echo, for instance we needed coverage for our new education centre they were able to publish a two page spread for people to be aware that we need donations, supplies and volunteers to help us build the education shed.
