We have also had our very first Fox cub into the hospital who is still being hand fed but we are looking at be able to put it in with our Fox foster mum ‘Mumsy’ who will look after it and nurture it ready to go back out into the wild. What this does is stops the Fox cubs getting used to human contact, because a wild animal has to stay wild in order for it to go back to the wild.  

Also in march we have had a Hedgehog which had been caught in a very vicious mouse trap. The trap itself was caught on the back of the hedgehogs leg and the hedgehog was pulling it along with it. The person who found the hedgehog managed to release it from the trap, however because the leg was so swollen there was nothing we or the vets could do so it had to be put to sleep. If you yourselves put these kind of traps out please be aware that you might not only be trapping the animal that it is intended for but you may also be putting the smaller animals at risk.
