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January’s Report

Hello everybody and welcome to this months report. Well once again it has been an unusual month, because of the weather and its windy conditions there have been quite a few Owls, Kestrels and other Birds of Prey that have come into the hospital, due to being weak and thin. The reason for this is that Birds of Prey tend to come out and hunt for their food when the weather is calmer. Therefore this means that while they are waiting for the weather to calm down they get weak and as a result of this they crash land because they don’t have to energy to fly or catch their prey. However all is not lost when the birds come into the hospital they are fed to good health and returned back into the wild.

Also this month we have had a young Fox in that was involved in a road traffic accident and has problems with its pelvis. The Fox was taken to the vets first and then has been kept in the hospital for two weeks until it was standing on its back legs. The Fox is now recuperating in the Fox den and should be able to be released soon.

Projects in the Hospital

In the winter months the hospital takes on many jobs to improve its potential and to be able to cater for more animals each year. At this moment in time we are looking at developing an isolation area for animals that need a quiet area to improve their condition. As well as that we are looking at building a swan pool so that if we have Swans or other water bird animals in they can exercise their legs in the water thus improving the rehabilitation time.

Re-homing

At this moment in time we have 10 Rabbits, 2 Gerbils and 1 Mouse to re-home. This figure continues to increase every week, however the number fails to decrease that is why we need people to come to us first before they look at going to a pet shop for a pet. In January we managed to home 4 Rabbits and 1 Guinea Pig. We need to find homes for these lonely animals, some of them have been in the hospital for at least 6 months.
