This month has been a very quiet month, however that’s not to say that we have been sitting around doing absolutely nothing. Now is the time where we are able to rebuild some of the aviaries, reorganise some of the hospital materials and other general jobs which are usually impossible to do in the busy spring/summer months. In December we were able to release the Fox cubs that have been rescued and reared back into the wild. 

During 2006 we took in over 2150 animal and birds. Some of our casualties have been baby birds, which have been hand-fed every 15 mins, 30 mins, 1 hourly and 2 hourly. Once they have learnt to feed themselves and can fly we look at releasing them. Seeing them being released makes the hard work all worth while. Birds aren’t the only things we get in; we have also had some domestic pets being brought in by the RSPCA, which all need re-homing, so if you are looking at getting a domestic pet please consider calling us first and you could give a rescued animal a good home.
