And just remember if a hedgehog is out during the day there must be something wrong with it, therefore put it into a box, using a tea towel to hold the hedgehog and then put NON fish based cat/dog food in with them and a shallow dish of water. Then once this has be done give us a call for further advice, 01522 530428.

I would like to say a big thank you to everyone who helped us at the water front festival, we may not have had the weather on the first day but we definitely had it on the second day. Every one who helped us was fantastic and we managed to sell a lot Weirfield stock and also raised a lot of cash donations. THANK YOU!

Despite the weather we have had some dry spells of which has enabled us to be able to release some of the healthier animals back out into the wild. We have released owls, ducklings, blackbirds and starlings. All of which came in as juveniles and have left as young adults, and lets hope they do well on there own.

Keep putting out shallow dishes of water for the animals, and don’t forget with all that rain you will need to be cleaning out your bird tables as the green algae maybe growing and will pass onto the birds.

My last point is, volunteers, volunteers, volunteers, I never seem to have enough volunteers.
