And may I also take this opportunity to say that the conference was very informative and that Ray did a fantastic job organising it, with help from his faithful Volunteers

Also on the way home we were able to experience a winter wonderland experience!! Yes I am telling the truth. We went over the ‘Cat and Fiddle’ which a route that can be taken on the way to Knutsford, Manchester. The scenes were absolutely fantastic and the fact that people were actually pulling up on the roadside to build snowmen really does speak for itself.
