Hello every one, well what can I say this month has been quiet. Now that that summer has gone (not that we had a good summer at all), we are looking at all the things that need doing in the winter. Most of the animals that we have had in over the summer have now been released, which is excellent. 

We have also have had a lot of phone calls about Hedgehogs and them being out at night. This is normal for this time of year because Hedgehogs do not hibernate until the ground starts to frost over and generally stays like this. This tends to happen between the months of December and February. However because the weather was not cold enough last year the hedgehogs did not hibernate. 
This year so far we have had up to 380 hedgehogs in. This has topped already the amount that we had in last year. Most of the hedgehogs that have come into us have been baby Hoglets, and also they have been suffering with lungworm as well when they have come into us. All hedgehogs do get treated for these things when they come into the hospital therefore making them fitter and healthier to go back to the wild.
Also please keep yourselves up to date with the website we have new things popping up on it all the time and you never know what you might find.
