And because we are having all different types of weather the animals can’t make their minds up weather they are coming out or staying in the shelter, hedgehogs especially. We have had 3 hedgehogs in one week that are the size of a orange, of which they look like they are late last year youngsters who obviously don’t know when to hibernate and when to come out.

We also have plenty of lovely animals that need re-homing such as rabbits and birds. (Birds are only to be re-homed to people who have aviaries, due to them already being in aviaries it may shock them if they go into small cages)
